To ensure financial inclusion all unbanked households are
gettihg bank accounts opened under Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana. Similarly,- -

Embedding DBT architecture in
these schemes will bring accurate targeting of intended beneficiaries, efficiency in
delivery process, elimination of waste and leakages, thereby controlling expenditure
